The victim confronted
Sharma about his refusal,
questioning his presence in
the president’s room. This

led to a heated exchange,
with Sharma reportedly
misbehaving and assault-
ing the councillors, espe-
cially the complainant. 

“I bravely resisted his ad-
vances, but Sharma al-
legedly kissed my hand
with ill intentions, attempt-
ing to forcefully remove me
and other women from the
room,” said the com-
plainant.

The situation was defused
by other councillors pres-
ent, including Mamta Bil-
wani, Jhanubai, Radhe
Baretha, and Anil Thakur.
According to them, as they
exited, Sharma issued a
chilling threat, warning
them against seeking a re-
ceipt in the future, under-
lining the gravity of  the in-
cident.

In response to the coun-
cilor’s complaint, the police
registered a case against
Devnarayan Sharma under
Sections 354, 323, 294, and

506 of  the IPC. 
Meanwhile, Sharma, ac-
