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Appointed SEC to conduct 
free & fair polls: WB GUV

KOLKATA: A day after re-
turning the joining letter of 
State Election Commis-
sioner (SEC) Rajiva Sinha 
to the state government, 
West Bengal Governor CV 
Ananda Bose on Thursday 
said he had appointed the 
former bureaucrat "trust-
ing" his ability to conduct 
free and fair polls. Bose 
said there have been sever-
al incidents of violence in 
parts of the state and the 
people of Bengal were "dis-
appointed" because of the 
apparent inaction of the 
SEC. 

"I appointed the SEC 
trusting that he would con-
duct the panchayat polls in 
a free and fair manner. 
People should be able to 
vote fearlessly, but I find 
people are disappointed 
about the apparent inac-
tion of the SEC," Bose told 
reporters. "The fact that 
there is violence cannot be 
denied," he said, adding 
that the SEC should not 
only be impartial, but 
should also be perceived to 
be impartial. Bose's reac-
tion came minutes after 

West Bengal Chief 
Minister Mamata Banerjee 
ruled out the possibility of 
removing Sinha. 

The Governor stressed 
that the SEC should be im-
partial and that it is his 
duty to protect the lives of 
the common man and en-
sure that they can cast 
their vote. "The SEC has 
power over the police and 
magistrate. Bengal expects 
(the SEC) to do his duty. 
The SEC is accountable for 
every drop of human blood 
that is shed in the field. 
People want action not an 
alibi for action," he 
stressed. Expressing that 
he is committed to the peo-
ple of Bengal, Bose also said 
"human blood cannot be 
made a bargaining point".

Power tariff hike in 
K’taka prompts protests 
BENGALURU: Traders 
and small business owners 
held protest rallies in sev-
eral parts of Karnataka 
and observed a one day 
strike on Thursday oppos-
ing the recent power tariff 
hike, even as the state's 
Medium and Large Scale 
Industries Minister M B 
Patil appealed to them to 
cooperate with the state 
government. 

He asserted that the pow-
er tariff was increased by 
the Karnataka Electricity 
Regulatory Commission 
(KERC) and not the state 
government. 

Meanwhile, the Kar-
nataka State Rice Millers' 
Association (KSRMA) has 
hinted that the rice prices 
may be increased in the 
state by about Rs three to 
Rs four per kg. "It is not 
us who are increasing the 

price. The power tariff 
and paddy prices have 
gone up. The hike will be 
by Rs three to Rs four per 
kg across the fine rice va-
rieties," KSRMA General 
Secretary S Shiva Kumar 
said. 

Following a call for a 
'bandh' given by Hubballi-
based Karnatak Chamber 
of Commerce and Industry 
(KCCI), industrialists and 
small traders participated 
in a protest march in big 
numbers. Their protests 
came at a time when the 
state government started 
the registration process 
earlier this week for the 
'Gruha Jyoti' scheme offer-
ing up to 200 units of free 
electricity for residential 
connections.

CASE: Court asks 

CBI to expedite trial
MUMBAI 

 
A special court in Mumbai 
directed the Central Bu-
reau of Investigation (CBI) 
to expedite the trial in the 
Sheena Bora murder case 
in which four persons, in-
cluding her mother 
Indrani Mukerjea, have 
been named as accused. 
The court's order came af-
ter Indrani, a prime ac-
cused in the 
case, filed a 
plea for expe-
diting the trial 
and conducting 
it on a day-to-
day or weekly 
basis. 

Special CBI 
Judge S P Naik-
Nimbalkar had 
allowed her 
plea on June 
20. The detailed order was 
made available on Thurs-
day. Indrani, in her plea, 
had stated that the prose-
cution (CBI) has examined 
71 witnesses so far and has 
submitted a list of 92 more 
witnesses to be examined 
in the matter. 

"For several months, the 
prosecution is unable to 
conduct the matter expedi-
tiously. Therefore, the fun-
damental right of the ac-
cused to speedy trial is nec-
essary to be considered and 
the matter may be expedit-
ed," the application said. In 
its reply, the CBI said they 

are expeditiously conduct-
ing the trial, summoning 
and examining the wit-
nesses. 

The probe agency said the 
trial was not being con-
ducted expeditiously due to 
filing of miscellaneous ap-
plications by the defence 
and deliberate failure to 
complete the cross-exami-
nation in a timely manner. 
Adjournments for cross-ex-

amination 
preparations 
and prolonged 
dates for cross-
examination 
taken by the de-
fence are part of 
the record, the 
CBI said, 
adding the pros-
ecution was not 
responsible for 
any delay. 

The court, after hearing 
both the sides, allowed In-
drani's plea and directed 
the CBI to expedite the trial. 

"With consent of all the 
parties, hereafter, dates of 
the proceedings are fixed 
on every first Thursday 
and first Friday and every 
third Thursday and third 
Friday of each month," the 
court said. Parties are at 
liberty to adjust the dates 
in case of any emergency 
and the CBI must provide 
names of the witnesses, 
who are to be examined on 
fixed dates, in advance, the 
court further said.
